• R32 Gas is a lower flammability refrigerant with a maximum burning velocity of <10cm/s according to International Standards ISO 5149

Display Screen Set buttons 

 After switching ON, the appliance will respond with a beep sound. After that, you can operate 

the appliance with the control panel or remote control.  

 Under ON status, when pressing any button on control panel, the appliance will give out a 

sound.

 Under OFF status, there is no display on the control panel.  

 Under ON status, the set temperature will show on the display control panel only in cooling
